Locate the drilling points A. These show you where
the lower fastenings are. Lift the latching lug, aligning it with the
drilling point A to locate the drilling points B. These show you where
the upper fastenings are. Drill the four holes, and insert the plugs. If
extra support is needed, use special plugs (e.g.: in plasterboard).
Position the latching bar and screw in place.

Electric connection

The
appliance’s power supply must be connected straight to the mains,
after the all-pole cut-off, with a contact opening gap of at least 3mm
with no intermediate switch.

The appliance must not be earthed. / Do not connect the pilot wire
(black) to earth. If a controller or controlled appliance is protected
by a 30mA breaker (e.g.: bathroom) the pilot wire power supply

must be Erotected on this breaker.

ATTENTION! All operations are performed only with the device
completely de-energized!

In order to maintain the performance of the appliance, you should
use a vacuum cleaner or brush twice a year to remove the dust
from the upper and lower grids. Every five years, a maintenance
engineer should check the inside of the appliance. In a polluted
atmosphere, dirty marks could appear on the appliance's grille. This
Is because of the poor quality of the ambient air. In this case, it is
advisable to check that the room is properly ventilated (fan, air
intake, etc.) and that the air is clean. Such dirty marks are no
reason to have the appliance replaced under the terms of the
warranty.

The casing of the appliance can be cleaned with a damp cloth, do
not use abrasive products.

ATTENTION! The housing protection should never be cleaned
with abrasive and aggressive products.




ADVICE FOR USERS (EN

Putting the appliance at its maximum setting will not increase the
temperature faster. If you are out for several hours, consider
lowering the temperature. If you have several appliances in one
room, let them operate together, so you have a more uniform
temperature while optimizing power consumption. This also applies
to an empty room; where it is better to let the appliance run at a
lower setting, rather than turn it off completely.

The appliance is not heating: Check that the installation circuit-
breakers are engaged. Check the room air temperature. For models
fitted with a remote programmer, check it is in COMFORT mode.
The appliance is constantly heating: check the appliance is not in
a draught, or whether the temperature setting has been changed.
The appliance does not follow the programmed commands (for
model equipped with remote programmer): Check that the
programming unit is being properly used or whether the
programming cassette is properly inserted in its compartment and it
operates normally, and also check the cell. Electronic appliances
with a microprocessor could be affected by some serious mains
disturbances (not compliant with CE regulations defining
interference protection levels). If there are any problems
(thermostat jammed, etc.) cut the appliance power supply (fuse,
circuit-breaker, etc.) then restart the appliance after 5 mins.

If the problem often recurs check the power supply from your
energy provider.

The surface of the appliance is very hot: It is normal that the
convector is hot when operating, it being understood that the
surface temperature is limited according to the current standard
However, if you feel that your appliance is still too hot, verify that
the power is correct for the surface area of your room (we
recommend on average 100 W/m2) and the appliance is not in a
draught that would affect its setting.
